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CO.AS.IT. TO OPEN NEW ITALIAN DAYCARE CENTRES  

 
Co.As.It., the Italian Association of Assistance , has been contracted by the Australian 
Nursing Home Foundation  to open three new centre-based daycare centres for senior 
members of the Italian community in NSW . This comes from the recent provision of Home 
and Community Care (HACC) funding of $432,000 from the NSW government to the 
Australian Nursing Home Foundation  to open a number of centre-based daycare centres for 
a variety of CALD communities in both the inner west and south west of Sydney. 
 
Co.As.It. will operate all the new centres devoted to the Italian-speaking community from 
August 2010. Two of these new daycare centres will cater for the frail aged, and they are 
planned to be established in Fairfield and Liverpool. The third new centre, planned for Sydney’s 
inner west, will service members of the Italian community living with dementia.  
 
“We are thrilled to increase our services for the aged members of the Italian community,” said 
Thomas Camporeale, Deputy CEO of Co.As.It. “We see how much these services are needed 
on a daily basis, so it is always rewarding when we gain recognition and resources to meet the 
growing demand.” 
 
Co.As.It. had also raised $25,000 towards a new centre-based day care for people living with 
dementia in south west Sydney at the Italian National Ball in 2009. This funding will extend the 
operation of the service to the Fairfield and Liverpool communities.  
 
Co.As.It. has been providing aged care services to the Italian community in NSW since 1968. 
With the addition of the new centres, it will now operate a total of 15 HACC-funded centr e-
based daycare centres across Sydney :- five in northern Sydney (comprising four for the frail 
aged and one for people living with dementia); six in the inner west (comprising four for the frail 
aged and two for people living with dementia); two multicultural centres for the frail aged in 
Sutherland; and two centres for the frail aged in south west Sydney. 
 
These daycare centres provide socialisation opportunities for clients, who join up to 20 others 
for a traditionally cooked Italian meal and games. Co.As.It. organises different groups to attend 
each centre each day of the week, and transports all clients to and from their homes. The day’s 
activities, which usually run for four hours, are all conducted in the Italian language.
