Our Italian courses are designed to develop and promote communication skills through listening, speaking, reading and writing.

Courses are designed for those who would like to gain a basic understanding of Italian or improve their Italian language skills further.

Our adult classes run throughout the year, starting in February. Term 4 face-to-face classes last 9 weeks and classes are held
once a week. Each lesson lasts 2 hours. In addition to the main class, there are three 1 hour dedicated online conversation

classes and three online cultural events.

Classes will go ahead when a minimum of 6 students per class is reached. There is a maximum of 8 students per class.
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Description

At this level, students learn to understand and use familiar everyday
expressions and very basic phrases aimed at general communication.
Students learn to introduce themselves and others and can ask and
answer questions about personal details such as where they live, people
they know and things that they do.

At this level, students learn to provide basic personal and family
information, including shopping, local geography, employment). Students
can describe in simple terms aspects of their background, immediate
environment and matters in areas of immediate need.

At this level, students learn to understand and discuss familiar matters
regularly encountered in work, school and leisure and can deal with most
situations likely to arise whilst travelling in Italy. Students can describe
experiences and events, dreams, hopes & ambitions and briefly give
reasons and explanations for opinions and plans.

At this level, students learn to understand the main ideas of complex text on
a variety of topics and can interact with a degree of fluency and spontaneity
that makes regular interaction with native speakers. Students can produce
clear, detailed text on a wide range of subjects and explain a viewpoint on a
topical issue giving the advantages and disadvantages of various options

At this level, students learn to understand a wide range of longer texts and can
express themselves fluently and spontaneously. Students can use language
flexibly and effectively for social, academic and professional purposes. They
can produce clear, well-structured, detailed text on complex subjects.

At this level, students learn to summarise information from different
spoken and written sources, reconstructing arguments and accounts in a
coherent presentation. Students can express themselves spontaneously,
very fluently and precisely in more complex situations.
